The gospel message is not mere words
for a person who is dying; it is the means
through which unlimited power is re-
leased for them to be saved from their
sin and delivered from the devil’s grip.
The gospel brings into reality the su-
premacy of life over death and the
strength of truth over deception.

Apostle Paul has given
us some insight by

his letter to the
church at Ephesus. Though not
readily evident in our English trans-
lations, these words open wide the
door of understanding how God
equips us with power from on high.
..the eyes of your understanding
[dianoia] being enlightened; that you
may know what is the hope of His
calling, what are the riches of the glory
of His inheritance in the saints, and
what is the exceeding greatness of His
power [dynamis] toward us who be-
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lieve, according to the working
[energeia] of His mighty [ischys] power
[kratos] which He worked in Christ
when He raised Him from the dead
and seated Him at His right hand in
the heavenly places...(Ephesians 1:18
-20)

Let’s look at each word in more detail:

Dianoia: Thought, mind, imagination,
understanding.

Dynamis (dunamis): Miraculous
power, worker of miracles, power,
strength, violence, mighty (wonderful)

the supremacy of life over

death and the strength of truth

over deception.

work. God gives us His supernatural
power to release miracles, the greatest of
which is the salvation of souls.

Energeia. Energy to work, strong,
(effectual) working. God’s energy is
unlimited. Jesus demonstrated that in
His ministry by having the ability to stay
up all night in prayer and then teach and
preach all day with the disciples.

Ischys (ischus): Ability, might, power,
(muscle) strength. Samson demonstrated
this with his great strength, but Jesus
said we could cast entire mountains into
the sea (Matt. 21:21)!

Kratos: Dominion, might, power
(authority), strength  (enforcement).
God gave us the responsibility to subdue
the earth and to govern it (Gen. 1:28)
however authority to rule and govern
must be backed with the power of en-
forcement.

The ultimate demonstration of God’s

power was cited by Paul as the resurrec-
tion of Christ: “that I may know Him and
the power of His resurrection...” (Phil. 3:10).
That act above and beyond all others
reveals the unlimited power and ability
of God to do everything He has prom-
ised for His children. Without the
resurrection of Christ, the gospel
is stripped of all credibility and
relevance for man.
Paul also wrote: “..if the Spirit of
Him who raised Jesus from the dead
dwells in you, He who raised Christ
from the dead will also give life to
your mortal bodies through His Spirit
who dwells in you” (Rom. 8:11). In other
words, the resurrection power of God
both lives and moves through us by His
Spirit empowering everything we do.

Let Christ’s dianoia illuminate yours:
God’s awesome power to save, heal and
deliver lives in and flows through your
mortal body!

Now what?

Go! Seek and save the lost!

Slay the Giant of Debt .. NOW!

Editors’s note: This is the final install-
ment of Tom’s Prophetic Giving series.
Next month he begins a new series entitled
“Whatever It Takes, Lord!”

Christians around the world have
hearkened to the siren call of mam-

d master seeks to drain
every ounce of energy
and hope out of the lives of these pre-
cious people, caring nothing about
them or their families. Therefore,
Christians go through the same mo-
tions week-after-week, slogging to work
and then back home again wondering
when they’ll have a breakthrough.
What they earn goes to pay for what
they bought yesterday, or last week, or
last year, and on it goes. Now is the
time to learn about unsecured debt
and the sinister plan of the enemy to
hobble the church.

It's true. Credit cards are easier to
use than checks. Furthermore, rewards
are common and some even give cash
back at the end of the year! Low inter-
est cards replace high interest cards
and balances are transferred to help
“save” the borrower money. High
school kids are even offered credit
cards to “help them learn” how to
handle credit and debt.

Credit is a gamble...a bet that there

will be enough money in the future to
pay for what was bought today. For
many people however, their bet was
only a bluff and they don’t have the
earnings to pay the bill when it comes
due.

Jesus declared, “The thief does not
come except to steal, and to kill, and
to destroy” (John 10:10). Today, the
thief masquerades as unsecured credit
and the credit card in your wallet is a
snare set by the thief to capture you.

Unsecured debt is taken out against
your word to repay the loan; the credi-
tor has no “collateral” other than your
future earnings. This means that, in
essence, everything you earn until the
debt is paid “belongs” to the creditor
and is not really yours. Therefore, be-
cause your earnings are held as collat-

eral to the debt owed, the money isn’t
yours to give in offerings.

You Can Only Give What Is Yours

to Give

God wants you to give Him offerings
out of what belongs to you. You can’t
give Him what belongs to someone
else. Therefore, you must get out of
debt, especially unsecured debt. Not
only is the interest robbing you of re-
sources that could be used for the
Kingdom of God, but it is stealing
your blessing as well.

King David understood the principle
that blessing flows to the one who
owns what is being offered unto God.
His response to Ornan’s proposal to
give him everything for an offering

The Sabbath Provides the Foundation
for All the Jewish Feasts, and For Us

The Sabbath, or in Hebrew Shabbat, is
a time of rest, worship, study, reflec-
tion, and refreshing set apart for the
Lord. It is the basis for the other feasts
or holy convocation of the Lord.
From Genesis through the gospels
we see instruction on the Sabbath.

“On the seventh day God was fin-

ished with His work which He had

made, so He rested on the seventh day
from all His work which He had
made. God blessed the seventh day
and separated it as holy; because on

2:27-28) Moses said in Exodus 16:8
that when they gather bread every
morning “you will know it was the
Lord.” Each person should gather

to them, ‘The feasts of the Lord which
you shall proclaim to holy convoca:

the Sabbath lights; the light is Mes:
siah. The fathers lead the prayers. All
the family members take part in sharing
the Challah loaf of bread and drink
from the fruit of the vine. There are
prayers of blessing for the husband, the
wife, the children, and other guests.
Then all “lift up holy hands in the Holy
Place and bless the Lord.” (Ps 134:2) A
meal is shared by all, and concludes
with this closing prayer: “Blessed and
praised are You, O Lord our King of
the Universe who feeds the entire world
with you goodness, with grace, loving
kindness and mercy,.”

We do this often in our home Friday
evening as we begin the Sabbath. We
continue on Saturday mornings with
Torah study; the reading of God’s
Word in the first five books of Moses,
and continue with our theme of the day

What About the Seeming Contradictions in the Gospels?

Dear Dr. Yes,

I've been reading and thinking about the 4
Gospels — the details from each writer are
not the same, especially from the time of
Jesus' arrest to his ascension into heaven.
Hmmm — what am | to specifically believe?
Thanks for clarifying this.

Your question about the Gospels is
on the minds of many people, believers
and non-believers alike. For some,
the fact that the Gospel accounts
differ fuels the debate that the Bible
is purely the work of men who want
to control the masses. For others, the
differences point to the multi-faceted
life of Jesus and how the different
authors experienced Him. Let’s see
what we can discover.

ment of Old Testament prophesy that
presents Jesus as the King of the Jews.
The Gospel of John is not a chrono-
logical account, but is topical instead. It
sets forth the deity of Jesus and clearly
presents Him as the Son of God. John's
account revolves around seven miracles
and seven “I Am” statements of Jesus.
(I AM is the name of God as given to
Moses, “I Am Who | Am” [Ex. 3:14],

Of the two Gospels written by

eyewitnesses, only Matthew is

a ““synoptic” or chronological

account of Jesus’ life.

Mark’s Gospel presents Jesus as a
servant who is actively and eagerly in-
volved with the people. His account
regularly uses the word “immediately”
to quickly move Jesus from encounter
to encounter. Though a chronological
account, Mark’s servant view of Jesus
differs from Matthew’s king view, and

thus we read similar yet different

versions of the same incidents.

Luke’s Gospel portrays Jesus in the

fullness of His humanity. It is inter-

esting to note the differences in the

lineage of Jesus presented in Luke 3

compared to Matthew 1. Remember,

Matthew sets forth Jesus’ kingly line-

age whereas Luke sets forth the “seed

First and foremost, only two of the
Gospels were written by eyewitnesses,
Matthew (also known as Levi) and
John. The book of Mark was written by
John Mark, an associate of Peter. It is
widely accepted that Mark based his
account on the experiences of Peter and
that this is the earliest Gospel account.
Luke was written by a gentile doctor
who had converted to Christianity and
serves as more of an historical account
along with his other book, the Acts of
the Apostles.

Of the two Gospels written by eyewit-
nesses, only Matthew is a “synoptic” or
chronological account of Jesus’ life.
Matthew’s primary focus in his account
was the royal lineage of Jesus as a de-
scendent of King David and the fulfill-

Jesus used this name
of God for Himself to clearly establish
His position/authority as the Son of
God, as for example in John 8:58,
“Jesus said to them, ‘Most assuredly, |

of the woman” lineage (Gen. 3:15).
Jesus was not conceived by the sexual
union of Joseph and Mary, but by the
Holy Spirit quickening the “seed of the
woman,” Mary (Luke 1:35).

Thus we see that the Gospels differ in
content because each writer portrays a
different view of Jesus (compare the
visions of Ezekiel and John [Eze. 1:4-14;
Rev. 4:6-8]):

1. Matthew — King of the Jews (Lion)

2. Mark — Suffering Servant (Ox)

3. Luke — Son of Man (Man)

4. John - Son of God (Eagle)

Keep studying. And rejoice in the
differences; they unlock the mysteries of
the Kingdom!

pass inspection. HOWEVER, we
realized that the God Who caused the
Red Sea to part for the children of
Israel to walk across on dry ground
hasn’t changed. That's what He has
said. Therefore, He is fully capable of
drying up a muddy, soggy wet hole.
And even though the forecast for the
week was daily showers, He was capa-
ble of keeping the rain off the build-
ing site.

With that realization, Fred went out
to the site and prayed over that
muddy, soggy wet hole. Then, with a
step of faith, he proceeded to do all
he needed to do to get the foundation

poured. Every day he got up in the
morning and prayed “God, no rain...
It can rain north, south, east, and
west, but no rain on the hole.” The
original prayer occurred on a Mon-
day. Tuesday, in spite of the forecast,
in spite of it raining in places not too
far from here, he began the prepara-
tion with his crew. On the following
Saturday, the foundation was poured.

When the Red Sea was parted, God
used Moses and his raised staff to
accomplish the miracle. But there
was another time in the life of the
Israelites where they needed to cross
over water — the Jordan River, to be

exact, in order to enter the Promised
Land. In that instance, the river did-
n't part and the ground didn’t dry up
until the priests stepped into the wa-
ter.

Sometimes our faith is praying with
a “raised staff”. It requires faith but
leaves it entirely up to God for the
outcome. Other times, our faith re-
quires “stepping into the water” be-
lieving God for the moment. Some-
times it requires both together. No,
God hasn’t, doesn’t, won’t change.
We have His word on it.
