Pentecost Arrives, the Third of a Trio
of Feasts Celebrating God’s Provision

Editor’s note: This year we celebrate The
Feast of Pentecost on May 23, the 50th day
after Resurrection Sunday. This day com-
memorates the birthday of the Church,
when Jesus released His Holy Spirit and
the Apostle Peter preached his first
powerful sermon. Here, Kathleen con-
tinues her series showing the deep roots
of this celebration in the OIld Testa-
ment Feast of Shavuot.

The Lord’s fourth feast on the
Hebrew calendar is Shavuot, trans-
lated from Hebrew — The Feast of

vuot and the giving of the Torah
(Mosaic Law) to Moses on Mt. Sinai
since both occurred in the third month
of Sivan on the Hebrew calendar (Ex.

In the Greek language, Shavuot

was known as Pentecost (Acts

from the Feast of Firstfruits.

2:1) meaning ““fiftieth,” since it
was celebrated on the fiftieth day

Moabite Gentile. She goes to glean in
the barley harvest field of Boaz, in
Bethlehem. He is an Israelite related to
Naomi. His name means “my strong
right arm” and “he who saves.” Boaz
represents the kinsman redeemer.
Ruth finds favor with Boaz, and
Naomi instructs her, “My daughter,
I need to seek some security for you,
so that it may be well with
you.” (Ruth 3:1) She sends Ruth to
the threshing floor of Boaz to sleep
at his feet. He awakes, wraps her in

Weeks. Seven weeks were counted
from the Feast of Firstfruits. In the
Greek language, Shavuot was known as
Pentecost (Acts 2:1) meaning “fiftieth,”
since it was celebrated on the fiftieth
day from the Feast of Firstfruits. It is
the conclusion of the
@ Passover season and
B of the seven-week
spring barley harvest.
“You shall count ...
fifty days to the day
- lafter the seventh

Sabbath.”  (Lev.
23:15-16) Shavuot celebrates the new
wheat crop: “You shall bring from your
dwelling two wave loaves of two-tenths
of an ephah. They shall be of fine
flour; they shall be baked with leaven.
They are the firstfruits to the
Lord.” (Lev. 23:17)
There is a correlation between Sha-

19:1) The raising of the two loaves of
bread offered in the Temple and the
two tablets of the Law received on Mr.
Sinai also symbolize the connection
between the two events. Because Sha-
vuot is a harvest festival, there is always
the reading of the Book of Ruth. This
book is very significant because it gives
us in the church a real end-time picture
of what’s happening right now. Names
are important to God. It begins with
Naomi, which means “pleasant and
fulfilled.” She represents the nation of
Israel.  Her husband is Elimelech,
which means “God (Eli) is King
(melech).” Her daughter-in-law, who
followed Naomi back to Israel, is
named Ruth which means “faithful
friend.” She proclaims to Naomi “Thy
people shall be my people and thy God
my God.” (Ruth 1:16) Ruth is a

his tallit (prayer shawl) and expresses
his intent to marry her.

This is a time for the church to hum-
ble ourselves before our Redeemer on
the threshing floor. We who are Ruths
are headed for the threshing floor be-
cause that's where intimacy begins.
God loves us, and He wants to sift out
anything in our lives that’s keeping us
from a pure relationship with Him.
God always uses a threshing floor for
His purposes. The Temple mount is
located on top of a threshing floor, and
soon He’s going to bring the nations of
the earth down into that valley, that
threshing floor. That’'s where He'll
separate the chaff from the wheat.
When God married Himself to Israel at
Mt Sinai, it was also the birth of Israel
as a nation. We are rehearsing for our

Twin Concepts of Sanctification and Justification

Dear Dr. Yes,

Please explain sanctification and justifica:
tion, not just definitions but how those con-
cepts are applicable in daily life.

Justification means that we have been
afforded the privilege of approaching
God sin-free because the penalty for our
sin has been paid for in full by Jesus. To
be justified is to be counted worthy or
eligible. Consider this; we may seek
to "justify" our behavior by explain-
ing why we did something, but self-
justification always falls short be-
cause we are biased. Someone else
may agree that our actions were justi-
fied, but their authority is not be-
yond question so their justification is
not universal.

regard to ourselves, we simply mean
that our lives are set apart unto God.
Sanctification involves an entire life-
time not just a specific moment of deci-
sion. We are complex beings with many
physical, mental and emotional traits,
habits and issues that must be har-
nessed and brought under submission.
Sanctification is the process of claiming
that territory for God. For example,

in Genesis 1 as it pertains to our role in

sanctifying the earth:
"Then God blessed them, and God said
to them, 'Be fruitful and multiply; fill
the earth and subdue it; have dominion
over the fish of the sea, over the birds of
the air, and over every living thing that
moves on the earth™ (vs. 28).
We are made of the earth so the first

“earth” that must be subdued is our-
selves (the confronting and breaking
process mentioned above). Next, we
exercise dominion over that “earth”
which simply means we govern
(sanctify) it.
To summarize... Justification enables
us to be completely forgiven of our
sin through the blood of Jesus Christ
and therefore able to come into the

In order to be completely justified,
we must be found without excuse in
our condition but exonerated by the
absolute authority. The only absolute
authority is God, so He must be the
One to take action on our behalf.

But God demonstrates His own love

toward us, in that while we were still

sinners, Christ died for us. Much more
then, having now been justified by His
blood, we shall be saved from wrath

through Him (Rom. 5:8-9).

Thus we see that through the blood of
Jesus, our sins are washed away and we
have access to the forgiveness of the
Father.

When something is sanctified it is to
set it apart for a specific purpose. There-
fore, when we speak of sanctification in

ungodly or sinful habits must be con-
fronted, subdued and then placed un-
der the righteous government of our
born-again spirit. This is the process of
sanctification being lived out in very
real situations. This model is outlined

Sanc-
tification is the ongoing process of sub-
duing our flesh and dedicating it to the
righteous purposes of God. Holy Spirit
is the energizing force that enables us to
succeed in this process and is given as
the security (surety, guaranty, deposit)
of this promise:

“In Him you also trusted, after you

heard the word of truth, the gospel of

your salvation; in whom also, having

believed, you were sealed with the Holy

Spirit of promise, who is the guarantee

of our inheritance until the redemption

of the purchased possession, to the

praise of His glory" (Eph. 1:13-14)

wedding with our Bridegroom when we celebrate the feasts of
the Lord, and we are looking toward the birthing of the One
New Man, the unified creation of Jew and Gentile described
by Paul in Ephesians 2:15:

.. S0 as to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus
making peace.

I believe that this birthing has begun; it started when Rabbi
Curt Landry came to our church in April. It continued with
the water baptisms two weeks later, followed by the Baptism
in the Holy Spirit. We are approaching the fulfillment of
Shavuot in our church: the restoration of Pentecost as a holy
time in our lives.

After the Holy Spirit fell on the one hundred twenty believ-
ers, Peter led them from the Upper Room to a nearby plaza,
where the crowd recognized these Galileans as followers of
Jesus of Nazareth, the One who had been crucified almost
two months earlier at Passover. Peter recalled the words of
the prophet Joel concerning the last days (Joel 2:28-29), end-
ing with, “those who call upon the name of the Lord shall be

saved.” The crowd shouted “What should we do?” With
strong emotion Peter urged them, “Repent!” This is the place
and purpose of the threshing floor. Motioning toward the
nearby pools, he continued. “Then be immersed in the name
of Jesus the Messiah because your sins are forgiven, and you
will receive the Holy Spirit... for the promise is for you and
your children.” In all, some 3,000 trusted in the Lord that
morning. All this has been recorded in Acts 2.

On that Shavuot morning, God initiated a new covenant
with Israel as He foretold, “Behold, the days are coming, says
the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of
Israel” (Jer 31:31) On that morning He poured out His Holy
Spirit as He also foretold, “"The Redeemer (Messiah) will
come to Zion, and to those who turn from transgression (by
repentance) in Jacob,” Says the Lord. ‘As for Me’ says the
Lord, ‘this is My covenant with them: My spirit who is upon
you.” (lsa 59:20-21)
