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By no means has Bethel said that their 
culture is the only one that creates an 
atmosphere that hosts the presence of 
God, but they can tell you that it is one 
that works. Life flows through honor. 
Pastor Danny Silk, does an amazing job of 
capturing the heart of the staff and con-
gregation of Bethel in his recently re-
leased book, Culture of 
Honor. A culture of 
honor is built around, 
"what I can give." And 
if I don't learn to give 
it to those who deserve 
it the least, I will con-
tinue to live in an envi-
ronmen t wi thou t 
honor. Giving honor 
actually releases the life 
of God into a situa-
tion.  

Partnering with the power of grace, a 
culture of honor is not a new theology. It 
is just a clearer manifestation of the heart 
of God as revealed in the person of Jesus 
Christ. Honor creates life-giving and life-
promoting relationships. We can only 
accurately acknowledge people when we 
recognize their God-given identities and 
roles. Not as who they may appear to be 
naturally, but who they are as sons and

The Principle of Honor states: when we 
accurately acknowledge who people are,  
then we are positioned to give them 
what they deserve and to receive the gift 
of who they are. At Bethel Church, in 
Redding, California, they have created 
an environment that is uncommon in 
the earth today, an environment that 
attracts and hosts the presence of God. 
That environment is known as the cul-
ture of honor.  

daughters of the Most High. The saints 
and people around you have been given 
a gift, a purpose, and a destiny. When 
we learn how to treat people based on 
their heavenly persona, then we can 
receive them according to who they 
really are. "For as the body is one and has 
many members, but all the members of that 

one body, being many, are 

one body, so also is Christ." 1 
Corinthians 12:12.  
Honor comes from you 
elevating the status of 
those around you. You 
must maintain a posture 
of honor. Now you may 
ask, "What is a posture of 
honor?" Well a posture of 
honor comes from you 
exaggerating how you 

practice honor in your life towards oth-
ers. It is to assume an affected or exag-
gerated attitude. Honor is a weapon of 
warfare. When you release, "I value you, 
I glory you." you open a door of peace. 
Honor transforms lives. We were cre-
ated to give and receive honor. Honor 
or dishonor can either move us closer to 
one another or further apart. I

had hoped He would redeem Israel. 
Then the men told Jesus that women 
had gone to the tomb and found it 
empty. 

When Jesus heard this, He began to 
tell them all that had been written 
about Him beginning at “Moses and all 
the Prophets.” As they drew near to 
Emmaus, the men invited Jesus to dine 
with them as the hour was late. Then, 
as Jesus broke the bread and blessed it, 
their eyes were opened.

Recently I had a conversation with a 
dear friend who lives in California. He 
is a devoted husband and father with 4 
children and a very hectic, fast-paced 
schedule. As we talked, my friend said 
that God had spoken to him about 
changing his busy lifestyle. He said that 
the Lord told him to “learn to live life 
at the pace of conversation.” 

I was immediately 
convicted because my 
life is very full. I can 
easily become so en-
gaged in multiple ac-
tivities that I forego 
conversation in 
order to com-

plete the tasks at hand…closure is 
good! Sometimes, however, my 
kids have to raise their voices to 
shake me out of the zone I’m in…
this is not good!  

“My son, keep my words, And 
treasure my commands within 
you” (Proverbs 7:1). How can I 
obey this if I’m so busy I don’t 
hear what God is saying? I am reminded 
of Elijah after he ran from Jezebel and 
hid in a cave: 

Then He said, "Go out, and stand on 
the mountain before the Lord." And 
behold, the Lord passed by, and a great 
and strong wind tore into the moun-
tains and broke the rocks in pieces be-
fore the Lord, but the Lord was not in 
the wind; and after the wind an earth-
quake, but the Lord was not in the 
earthquake; and after the earthquake a 
fire, but the Lord was not in the fire; 
and after the fire a still small voice.  
(1 Kings 19:11-12)  

Notice that the Lord was not in the 
roaring wind, the rumbling earthquake 
or the blazing fire, but in “a still small 

voice.” How can we expect to hear God 
when He speaks with a still small voice 
if we are surrounded by racket? Have we 
lost the ability to “be still and know” 
that he is God? 

After Jesus’ resurrection, He encoun-
tered two men as they walked dejectedly 
toward Emmaus (Luke 24:13-35). The 
men didn’t recognize Jesus, so when He 
asked why they were sad, they told Him 
about Jesus’ crucifixion and how they

Are You Willing To Be Interrupted By God?

For many at King of Glory, Tom Jack-

son is a familiar face via, perhaps, his 
parents Jim and Mary Jo who are mem-
bers.  Tom grew up in Black Mountain, 
went to UNC where he met his wife 
Jean who grew up in Wilmington, NC.  
They served in a campus ministry for a 
few years,  then God opened the door 
for them to go to the Ukraine where 
they lived for 5 years and helped plant a 
number of churches. 

Approximately 5 years ago God called 
them to Scotland, part of the Dark 
Continent as they describe it.  “Most 
people there don’t believe in God, 
don’t like the church and think Chris-
tians are weird.  Tolerance and fairness 
are two of the main culture values 
there.  So the idea that someone, any 
group, could actually claim to have the 

truth is hateful.   Scotland is a very post-
Christian, very secular, very socialistic 
country.  The need is awesome.” 

Under the mission organization The 
Centre for European Church Planting, 
the Jacksons have two churches, one in 
Edinburgh and one in Bathgate.  Work-
ing with a 
team of mis-
sionaries and 
lay leaders, the 
g o s p e l  i s 
spreading and 
the lost are 
being reached.  
Their dream is 
“to be an Acts 
2:13 church – a strong community of 
Christians who live like missionaries, 
reach the lost, and make disciples.” 

Whereas the Edinburgh congregation 
was the result of an 
intentional church-
plant, the Bathgate 
congregation started 
organically.  Because 
the Jacksons live in 
Bathgate, they made 
numerous contacts 
with people in the 
community.   There 
was no active Bible-
believing,  gospel-
preaching church in 
the little town, and 
folks they met were 
interested in starting 

one.  The church meets in the commu-
nity centre of a new subdivision where 
their girls also attend school – only a 12 
minute walk from their home.   

One of Tom’s heroes is the apostle 
Paul who wrote to the Corinthians that 
he had used all means that he might 

“save some.”  One 
of the more radi-
cal things Tom 
did to reach the 
lost was to hire a 
lost drummer to 
be part of the wor-
s h i p  b a n d .  
Within about six 
months, Rory 

believed, repented, got water baptized, 
filled with Holy Spirit, and is now an 
active leader in the church. 

Besides caring for Tom and their 6 
girls (Julia 17, Moriah 16, Savannah 13, 
Joanna 12, Eliza 9, and Sierra 7), Jean 
helps with the children’s ministry in 
Bathgate, leads a women’s Bible study, 
and helps administratively at their office 
in Edinburgh while staying connected 
with the other staff women.   

The challenges of life include the 
weather.  Early June started with tem-
peratures in the 40’s, and the winters 
are cold and dark.  In December, it 
doesn’t even begin to get light until 
nearly 9:00 a.m. and is dark around 
4:00 p.m.  Tom and Jean’s oldest

A Bad Decision Can Be Changed by God  

This anguished cry is heard 
around the world as parents seek 
the best for their children, watching 
as they make decisions that threaten 
to hurt or destroy them. With anx-
ious hearts parents hope for the best 
but expect the worst. Suddenly, all 
the platitudes and clichés are mean-
ingless empty words. The world is 
crashing down and there is nowhere 
to turn. Or is there? 

Jesus and the disciples were in 
Jerusalem for a particular feast when 
the religious leaders confronted 

Him with a seem-
ingly ironclad case 
of adultery – a 
woman, like Jessica, 
who was searching 
for love and accep-
tance: 

Then the scribes and Pharisees brought 

to Him a woman caught in adultery. 

And when they had set her in the midst, 

they said to Him, “Teacher, this woman 

was caught in adultery, in the very act.”  
(John 8:3-4)  

This woman was caught “in the act 
of adultery” which implies that she 
was with a man engaged in sexual 
activity. Her humiliation was magni-

fied even more by being dragged 
through the streets and thrown 
down at the feet of Jesus. 

Can you imagine the despair of 
her parents? Can you hear their an-
guished plea: “Bring her home, Lord. 
Whatever it takes!” Desperate situa-
tions are the birthing ground of 
desperate prayers. 

God knows that everyone must 
come to their own point of deci-
sion. No matter how much children 
are loved, they have to decide what 
they will do with their lives and how 
they will live. We can only teach 

them and raise them in a godly envi-
ronment, imparting to them the 
values of God as we live godly lives 
ourselves.

What of Our Heritage Have We Lost?

Robert Heidler, The Messianic 

Church Arising! (Glory of Zion, 

2006.) 

 
Robert Heidler begins this ex-

traordinary book by recalling Paul’s 
olive tree description of the 
Church, found in Romans 11:15-
24.  The Church consists of:  1) the 

strong and nourish-
ing root of Biblical 
Judaism; 2) the natu-
ral branches of Jew-
ish believers who 
claim Jesus as Mes-
siah; 3) the cut-off  

branches of the Rabbinic Jews, who 
rejected Jesus; and 4) the ingrafted 
branches of Gentile believers, 
through which all Gentiles gain ac-
cess to the Old Testament covenant 
promises of the Lord.  Thus Heidler 
reminds us that is through the Jews 
that we obtain access to the Cove-

nants and promises of God, even to 
the Messiah Jesus himself. 

Beginning with that Biblical un-
derstanding, Heidler found himself 
asking the question “Exactly when 
did the church stop being Jewish?”  

Heidler describes the early Church 
with its many, many Jewish believ-
ers. He includes an entire Appendix 
documenting the Jewishness of the 
early Church. Indeed, the first-
century Church, composed in large 
part of what today we would call 
Messianic Jews, with only a handful 
of Gentiles, experienced vigorous 

growth up to the fourth-century.   
And then everything changed.  

Roman Emperor Constantine 
converted to Christianity in A.D. 
312, declared it to be the official 
empire religion, outlawed house-

churches and started building 
cathedrals.   Almost at a stroke 
was the Church changed from 
spiritually powerful assemblies of 
believers to a hierarchical arrange-
ment of structures and church 
functionaries. At the same time, 
all traces of the Church’s Jewish 
roots were systematically obliter-

ated, with Constantine writing, for 
example, “Let us, then, have noth-
ing in common with the Jews, who 
are our adversaries.” Various church 
councils weighed in with such decla-
rations as “If any bishop, presbyter 
or deacon will dare, after this de-
cree, to celebrate Passover with the 

Thus Heidler reminds us that is 

through the Jews that we obtain 

access to the Covenants and 

promises of God, even to the 

Messiah Jesus himself.

Why was it important for God to give his 

children freedom of choice? God knew that 

we would make wrong choices – perhaps 

more than we make right choices. It seems 

that we are making a mess on this earth 

because of our choices and of our “rights” 

that we hold so precious!  

 
Freedom to choose our own way is 

a hallmark of Christian belief. 
Though we may find it difficult to 
understand why God would allow 
such a dangerous activity when His 
desire is that all would come to Him 
(2 Peter 3:9), He nevertheless deems 
it so. But let’s begin at the begin-
ning. 

Genesis 1:26 declares, “Then God 
said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image, 
according to Our likeness; let them have 

dominion . . .’” For human beings to be 
created in the image and likeness of 
God means that His thumbprint is 
stamped on the entire human race. 
God’s ability and desire to create, make 
decisions, administer and love to name 
but a few, are woven into our very be-
ing. 

We humans have been given a large 
brain with the ability to think in a very 
self-aware manner, thus we have the 
ability to make decisions – to choose. 
This is a God-trait that is vital if we are 
to be His governors (exercise domin-
ion) of this planet. The problem lies 
not with our having the ability to 
choose, but that we choose wrong 

things! 
“I call heaven and earth as witnesses 

today against you, that I have set before you 

life and death, blessing and cursing; there-

fore choose life, that both you and your 

descendants may live” (Deut. 30:19). Life 
or death, blessing or curse – it is our 
decision. 

“Then the Lord God took the man 

and put him in the garden of Eden to 
tend and keep it” (Gen. 2:15). A robot 
or an automaton would find no satis-
faction in tending and keeping the 
Garden. However, a sentient being 
with the ability to make decisions and 

to choose would find great fulfillment 
in seeing the Garden flourish under his 
care. 

Love is the primary motivator of 
God’s decision to create us with the 
ability to choose. God created each and 
every one of us because He chose to. 
Furthermore, He chooses to lavish His 
love on us out of His desire to know us 

intimately. Likewise, He wants to 
receive our freely reciprocated love. 
Forced love and allegiance does not 
exist on this planet. Corrupt rulers 
throughout the ages have tried to no 
avail to legislate and dictate the ad-
miration and subservience of the 
people. What they reap instead is 
feigned adoration and false loyalty 
that is as hollow as an empty barrel. 

God wants the real thing, which is why 
He wants us to choose Him of our own 
accord. 

Rights are nothing more than privi-
leges extended to us by God. Along 
with these privileges come responsibili-
ties that must be recognized as well. We 
have the “right” to choose life or death, 
blessing or curse. Once we have chosen 
we are responsible to live it out and to 
change if we discover we have made the 
wrong choice. 
“Choose for yourselves this day whom you 

will serve . . . . . as for me and my house, we 

will serve the Lord” (Josh. 24:15).  
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Jews, the council judges them to be anathema from the 
church.”   Thus began nearly fifteen centuries of anti-
Semitic posture by the Church.  

A powerful part of the book is Heidler’s description of 
how those changes affected the church. He argues that 
this jettisoning of Jewish history changed our attitude 
toward God’s Word: while the Jews approached His 
scripture seeking ways to please God, the Church’s new 
approach was to attempt to understand him, a vital dif-
ference in attitude.  

A second change was for the Church to approach scrip-
ture on an as-needed  basis, as opposed to the Jewish 
total devotion to the Torah.  And a third change was the 
loss of the Judaic emphasis on the home. 

Nevertheless, writes Heidler, even with all these 
changes the Lord always finds a way to preserve a rem-
nant of His Church.  One of the more notable remnants 
was the Waldensian community, living in the remote 
valleys of the French and Italian Alps, who resisted Con-
stantine’s changes and held on to the traditions and 

truths of the early Church.  It was a segment of this com-
munity who in 1893 immigrated to the United States 
and established the community of Valdese, North Caro-
lina,, about 60 miles east of Asheville.  [KOG’s Lillian 
Modak’s family was part of that emigration, and the 
story of her family and the entire Waldensian experience 
will be told in future issues of this newsletter.] 

Finally, one of the most valuable parts of the book is a 
discussion of the seven Jewish festivals and their impor-
tance to today’s Christian community.  These points will 
be a familiar repetition to those Kingdom Exchange 
readers who have followed Kathleen Busch’s recent col-
umns on the same topic.

In Luke 4:12-13, Jesus moved towards 
the leper, showing him honor and im-
mediately the leprosy left him. Just as 
Jesus honored the leper and released a 
supernatural manifestation of the love of 
God, when we honor others, the super-
natural kingdom of God will be released 
in our midst. Romans 12:10 says, "Be 
kindly affectionate to one another with broth-

erly love, in honor giving preference to one 

another." When you honor someone, you 
understand what they need. The same 
way Jesus sees us, is how we need to see 
each other. We need to begin to recog-
nize others around us, according to the 
Spirit.  

Who are we? We are the Body of 

Christ. Unity is the celebration of diver-
sity. We cry out for unity, but it will only 
truly come when we love and honor the 
people who are different than us. God 
calls us to be transformed and not con-
formed. When you are being con-
formed, you think too highly of yourself 
and you will only value the people who 
are like you, but when you are trans-
formed, you will value people who are 
different than you. The world only likes 
the people who are like them. You are 
being transformed when you love and 
honor the people who are not just like 
you. Jesus said love your neighbor as you 
love yourself. A culture of honor coura-
geously treats people according to the 

names God gives them and not accord-
ing to the aliases they receive from peo-
ple. We should treat people as free sons 
and daughters, not slaves; as righteous, 
not sinners; as wealthy, not poor. The 
evidence, the fruit of establishing a cul-
ture of honor is that the resurrection life 
of God begins to flow into people's lives, 
homes, and communities, bringing heal-
ing, restoration, blessing, hope, joy, and 
wholeness. Let's go after a culture that 
establishes the Kingdom of Heaven, here 
on earth and seek after the steps and 
ingredients that create a culture that 
hosts the presence of God. God is in the 
process of restoring this Kingdom men-
tality to the church.
